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Letter from the Manse
July 2025

Dear Friends,    

Author, Sarah Bessey,  
writes, ‘Anyone who gets to 
the end of their life with the 
exact same beliefs and 
opinions as they had at the 
beginning is doing it wrong.’  
This is a striking quote and 
may seem quite bold, even 
rigid, reading it on this 
page.

But let’s stop for a minute 
and think about our faith.  
Do you believe the same 
way you did at 10, 25, 40, 
65?  Would you describe 
God in the same way as 
when you were growing up 
in Sunday School or heard 
Bible stories in school?  
Probably not.

Certainly, both of us have 
experiences of being 
nurtured in faith in fairly 
traditional Christian 
contexts.  David has a 
Southern Baptist heritage.  
Martha was nurtured by 
InterVarsity leadership - the 
same as Christian Union in 
the UK universities.  Our 
teachers, though full of 
gifts, taught about faith from 
a particular perspective that 
didn’t encourage a lot of 

questions.  Their 
expectations were that we 
would follow in that 
tradition.  It seemed to 
surprise some who knew us 
that we did not continue on 
those paths.  We asked lots 
of questions of the Bible 
and of faith traditions.  

Neither of us would 
describe our faith or our 
beliefs in the same way we 
would have 40 years ago, 
though we can certainly see 
God’s hand at work in our 
reflections from our 20’s.  
We can see God guiding us 
to where we are now in our 
theologies and beliefs.

Both of us have had many 
people tell us they don’t 
believe in God because 
God ‘allowed’ something 
hurtful to happen in their 
lives.  They seemed to see 
God as a magic puppeteer 
who controlled the strings 
on everything.  When God 
didn’t seem to control 
something in their life in the 
way they hoped God would, 
they walked away rather 
than reexamining their 
beliefs to find the flaws and 
grow in their relationship 
with God.

Many of the early ones are 
just names to us so I have 
been researching in the 
Glamorgan Archives to 
provide a short booklet to 
explore their lives and 
contributions to Beulah.

Lunchtime concert 
series

The 2024 -2025 lunchtime 
concert series is drawing to 
a close as I write. It is the 
first series that Nicola Rose 
has organized for us and it is 
so good to report that it has 
been a resounding success 
both numerically and 
artistically. Audience 
numbers are back to pre - 
Covid levels and we have 
enjoyed a wonderful mix of 
Welsh prize winning 
performers.

Nicola has launched a new 
initiative in offering a 
lunchtime performing slot to 
an up and coming young 
artist and it is hoped to run 
that annually in the future. 
Next year she is planning an 
additional July lunchtime 
concert as well.

Moving on from 
fossil fuels!

A year ago, our gas boiler 
was looking very sickly at 
its annual service. The Eco 
Group’s prompts to think 
about reducing our carbon 
footprint helped me to 
wonder whether this 
problem might also be an 
opportunity to do be�er 
than simply installing a 
slightly more efficient gas 
boiler into our large, 
rambling, sort-of insulated 
house. So, I emailed and 
then talked to an engineer 
from a local green energy 
company who had a 
promisingly no-pressure, 
can-do, competent air 
about him. A�er a few 
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weeks’ discussions, including 
with other customers of the 
company, we decided to take 
the plunge with an air-
source heat pump.

We needed planning 
permission because the 
external units were close to 
our property boundary and 
this took nine long weeks, 
meaning that the ailing gas 
boiler (thankfully) staggered 
on un�l Christmas. Of 
course, installa�on then 
happened in the most  
relentlessly cold week of the 
winter. Everything goes 
slowly when it’s really cold .. 
“Probably done by 
Thursday” turned into “See 
you back on Monday”, then 
“Hope to be done by 
Tuesday”. But it was done!

And … what’s the verdict? 
Pre�y much all good. Using 
the same technology as 
refrigerators, heat pumps 
concentrate heat energy 
from cooler areas (outdoors) 
into warmer areas (indoors), 
and you get best efficiency - 
most heat transferred for 
least electricity used - if you 
don’t work them too hard. 
So, in the cold months we 
now have low-ish radiator 
temperatures but the 
hea�ng is on for longer, and 
in more parts of the house at 
the same �me, than it used 
to be. Oddly, this makes 
sense in terms of running 

costs and we have now 
largely lost the ‘chilly’ areas 
and �mes we used to have 
when turning the hea�ng on 
and off in our (you guessed 
it) large, rambling, sort-of 
insulated house. AND we are 
also on track to save money 
on bills, compared with our 
gas hea�ng, using a special 
electricity tariff for heat 
pumps. Although it will take 
some years to save the 
difference in installa�on 
costs compared with a gas 
boiler replacement, it’s nice 
to think that it’s probably at 
least cost-neutral in the 
medium term.

And the environmental 
payback? Well, my back-of-
the-envelope calcula�ons 
indicate an immediate 
carbon dioxide emission 
drop of about five tonnes 
every year from our house, 
which admi�edly (and as 
you might recall) is large, 
rambling and sort-of 
insulated. I reckon that is a 
bit more than one ‘OSP’ 
(Olympic Swimming Pool – 
the obvious unit) full of 
carbon dioxide gas. Even 
be�er, those emissions will 
con�nue to dwindle without 
any further effort on our 
part as the electricity supply 
decarbonises. There is a bit 
of a culture war about heat 
pumps at the moment, 
which is a shame because 
they can genuinely make a 

big difference in emissions 
as soon as they are installed. 

What’s not to like? Well, 
unlike fossil fuel boilers, heat 
pumps are not (yet) a 
mature ‘fit and forget’ 
technology. There’s a lot to 
get right, especially when 
retro-fi�ng an older house, 
so you need to have decent 
technical advice about sizing 
and installa�on. The 
outdoor heat-extrac�on 
units are quite chunky, but 
it’s a mispercep�on that 
they are noisy – they are not 
like ra�ly, whirring air-
condi�oning fans. And there 
is a learning phase about 
how to run a heat pump 
system to best effect, and I 
suspect not all installa�on 
companies are great at that 
sort of support, although 
happily ours was.
Heat pumps are an almost 
magical technology for 
crea�ng warmth out of thin 
air, and I hope they 
eventually form a decent 
chunk of the solu�on to low-
carbon living in this part of 
the world. It’s nice to feel we 
are part of that journey.

Beulah URC Gold Award

Beulah URC is delighted to have 
been awarded A Rocha’s Eco 
Church Gold Award, and we are 
pleased to be playing our part 
in growing Eco Church across 
the URC Na�onal Synod of 
Wales. Beulah’s Eco Church 
journey began many years ago 
and we are grateful for the 
leadership of all the ministers 
who have guided and 
encouraged us so crea�vely in 
our understanding of 
environmental theology and 
ac�on.

The URC Environmental Policy 
states we are ‘a body of people 
commi�ed by our faith to 
caring for God’s Crea�on’. Many 
churches across the Synod are 
already working on the Eco 
Church award scheme and 
taking ac�on in their own ways, 
but we would like to share a 
li�le of what we’ve done in 
Beulah on our journey to gold.

Much of Beulah’s community 
outreach is around 

environmental issues. We use 
our geographical posi�on at the 
crossroads in Rhiwbina village 
in North Cardiff to engage with 
the local community and raise 
awareness through artwork and 
events. 

Crea�on care principles are 
embedded in the prac�cal 
ac�ons we take. The church has 
commissioned surveys to look 
at how our buildings can be 
made more energy efficient. 
Low energy ligh�ng, lo� 
insula�on and solar panels are 
all direct outcomes of our 
underlying eco values. We are 
supplied by green energy and 
have divested from fossil fuels.

Beulah’s garden has been 
awarded Green Flag status as a 
community garden for the past 
four years and we are always 
pleased to welcome members 
of the public who come to 
enjoy the peaceful 
surroundings. The garden has 
been developed with a strong 
emphasis on sustainable 
gardening principles, and we 
are par�cularly keen to get our 
young people involved. The 
Junior Church children grow 
vegetables including potatoes, 
beans, rhubarb, courge�es and 
herbs. 

When the Eco Group lead 
worship we always include the 
children, and their 
contribu�ons add colour and 
crea�vity to our services. Junior 
Church created a wonderful 
tree out of their Show the Love
hearts, and we decorated the 
windows of our buildings with 
hearts during the pandemic. 
They also represented the 
percentages in our 360carbon 
audit in imagina�ve ways by 
using Lego towers and shoes.

Working within the Eco Church 
award scheme has encouraged 
us to engage with our elected 
representa�ves. In the climate 
and biodiversity crisis, we 
understand the important role 
churches can play in lobbying 
for poli�cal ac�on, and we 
always try to support 
campaigns run by Chris�an Aid 
and the Climate Coali�on. Our 
MP and MS have a�ended 
Great Big Green Week and 
Show the Love events and have 
met with us to discuss 
important issues around 
climate jus�ce. We are pleased 
to work in the community 
alongside local groups including 
Rhiwbina Against Plas�cs and 
the Rhiwbina Eco Team, and we 
value the opportunity to 
collaborate with larger 
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organisa�ons such as Climate 
Cymru and Repair Café Wales.

We hope that Beulah’s Eco 
Church ideas and ac�vi�es have 
impacted on the local 
community, and we invite 
par�cipa�on in many of our 
projects. Churches, 
organisa�ons and individuals 
contributed locally grown 
blooms to our Grown Not Flown
flower fes�val and many people 
came along to enjoy the 
wonderful displays and scents. 
There was also an enthusias�c 
turn out at our Sustainable 
Fashion Fair with people taking 
part in workshops and a fashion 
show on the day. 

The Eco Group collaborated 
with community ar�st, Jo 
Jones, to create a gallery of 
eight images which we hung 

outside on our community 
centre wall. Each picture was 
made from leaves, bark and 
flowers and represented a 
swap we could make, or a step 
we could take to reduce our 
carbon footprints, prevent 
pollu�on and protect nature.

One of our ministers, Revd 
Martha McInnes, helped us 
create the images and says of 
Beulah’s Eco Church journey, 
“When we arrived in Cardiff, 
Beulah was already deeply 
commi�ed to care for 
crea�on. The church has 
worked with dedica�on and 
crea�vity to engage the 
congrega�on and the wider 
community in responding to 
the climate crisis. Worship, 
stewardship of premises and 
crea�ve programs tell the 

story of the wonder and 
vitality of crea�on at Beulah”.

Whether it is community art, 
local campaigns and ac�vi�es, 
the flower fes�val or fashion 
fair, we always try to have 
helpful informa�on and 
explana�ons about why we 
are pu�ng on events, the 
environmental message 
behind them and possible 
ac�ons people can take going 
forward.
